runny nose or nasal congestion without other known cause or, for those over 70 years of age: an unexplained or
increased number of falls, acute functional decline, worsening of chronic conditions or delirium.

**Polyethylene glycol (PEG) can rarely cause allergic reactions and is found in products such as medications,
bowel preparation products for colonoscopy, laxatives, cough syrups, cosmetics, skin creams, medical products
used on the skin and during operations, toothpaste, contact lenses and contact lens solution. PEG also can be

found in foods or drinks, but is not known to cause allergic reactions from foods or drinks. Polysorbate may also

cause allergic reactions because of crossreactivity with PEG.
